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Barbarization of the state? The Sarmatian influence in the Bosporan Kingdom.

The Bosporan Kingdom is a great example of a multicultural ancient state. Greek
cities had to function together with local tribes of Scythian and Sarmatian descent. From the
first century onwards the whole Kingdom was ruled by the dynasty legitimizing its position
by referring to the Mithridatic tradition. The coming of Rome forced Bosporan rulers to look
for support of the local tribes. Referring to the Iranian tradition, with its symbols and language
made this alliance possible and allowed the Sarmatians to gain serious position in the
Bosporan Kingdom. Thanks to limited epigraphic evidence and s short passage from Strabo’s
Geography we can identify one Sarmatian tribe which played a significant role in the
Bosporos. The Aspurgians were fast to adapt to the local features of the ancient culture. Some
of them entered the ruling elite, taking Greek names, and the language and (partly) the
religious beliefs of the Bosporans. According to some hypotheses, this circumstance played a
significant role enabling Aspurgus (AD 14-38) as a representative of a new, Sarmatian
dynasty to come to power. Moreover epigraphic evidence shows increasing number of
barbarian names not only in the Bosporan Kingdom but in the whole north Pontic region. This
and mentioned political changes show that the so called “Sarmatization” of the Bosporan state
indeed took place. However, in the first and second centuries AD the appearance of the boule
has been attested in the Bosporan cities. It shows that the development of typical Greek public
institutions went together with the increasing influence of the local tribes in the Bosporan
Kingdom. Therefore the so called “Sarmatization” of the Bosporos seems to have had a

limited character.
